Darkness: the total or near total absence of light.


Brainless: lacking a brain.


Drowned: to suffocate by submersion especially in water.


Goddess: a female god.


Fulfilling: providing happiness or satisfaction.


Improvement: enhanced value or excellence.


Nomad: a member of a people who have no fixed residence but 
move from place to place usually seasonally and within a well-defined 
territory.


Shores: the land bordering a usually large body of water.


Staf: a long stick carried in the hand for support in walking.


Trade- off: a balancing of factors all of which are not attainable at the 
same time.


Valley: an elongate depression of the earth's surface usually between 
ranges of hills or mountains.


Struck: to arrive with detrimental effect.


Clif: a very steep, vertical, or overhanging face of rock, earth, or ice : 
PRECIPICE.


Journey: something suggesting travel or passage from one place to 
another.
